From 13th to 17th of May the Spanish ceramics artist 
Ángel Garraza from Bilbao (born Allo-Navarra 1950) exhibits his most recent work in the ART AMSTERDAM through the 
De Witte Voet Gallery of Amsterdam. This is a solo exhibition entitled “Things and Causes”, the artist returns once again –obstinately- to offer us themes and questions revolving around the subject of memory and memories: “In the passing of time events occur that determine our existence, small or grand stories that trigger possible themes of reflection, that on occasions materialize in a series of works in which I try to give answers to these personal questions, but without an autobiographical intention, in a way I aim to speak of the personal within a universal code, blurring the edges so that the object is situated in a strange position, ambiguous, devoid of evident recognition. I prefer to realize an exercise of certain emotional contention, a certain distance that allows me to develop my sculptural proposals in an interpretive territory of codes and suggestions”.
Ángel Garraza has an extensive artistic career, he has exhibited in the majority of Spanish cities and in various European countries: Germany, France, Finland, Italy, Portugal, Denmark, the Netherlands, Switzerland as well as places such as Tokyo, Kyoto, Seoul and Taipei. 

His work is found in numerous international museums and important public and private collections.

In 2006, the BBK Foundation presented a grand retrospective exhibition, he has shown work in the Astarté Gallery, Madrid, the Pazo da Cultura of Pontevedra, the González Martí Museum of Valencia and in the Ariana Museum of Geneva. That same year he was selected by the Clayarch Gimhae Museum of South Korea to participate in the International Exhibition “Architectural Ceramics” together with artists such as William Daley, Tony Hepburn, Jun Kaneko and 
Betty Woodman… amongst other ceramic artists.

His most recent solo exhibition (May 2008) took place in the Sala Luzán of Zaragoza where he showed a major representation of his latest work.
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
